Found: Found in plant debris and

soil but can also thrive in wallpaper,
drywall and HVAC systems.

Dangers: Can cause mycotoxicosis
if ingested in food colonized by the
fungal organism.

Found: Can be carried indoors by
shoes and clothes before growing
in carpets.

Dangers: Exposure can cause
allergic reactions and lung
infections, such as aspergillosis.

ALTERNARIA

Found: Rarely found in building
materials but can grow on damp
carpet, tiles and cardboard.

Dangers: If inhaled, Alternaria
can cause hay fever, asthma,
and allergic reactions in
hypersensitive individuals.
